Backgr ound

1. Surface water appropriation A-768 is held by the Pathfinder Irrigation
District (District).

2. Appropriation A-768, wth a priority date of September 19, 1904,
aut horizes the use of water for irrigation of 110,040.0 acres. The

water may be diverted from the North Platte River via the Interstate
Canal headgate located in the NEVNW/Z of Section 11, Township 26 North,
Range 65 West of the 6'"P.M in Woning. The amount of water that may
be diverted is one cubic foot per second (cfs) for every 70 acres
irrigated, at a maximumrate of 1,572.0 cfs.

3. On May 23, 2008, Relinquishment of Water Appropriation In Part REL-1501
was filed in the Departnment by the District and individual |andowners
relinquishing the right to divert water under appropriation A-768 to
irrigate the 19.0 acres of |and described bel ow

b. Notify the Departnment of Natural Resources of any reassignnment of
relinqui shed portions of an appropriation.
C. Conply with all relevant notices and orders of the Departnent.

Addi tional Information

Failure to comply with all laws and regul ations pertaining to surface water
appropriations and any orders issued by the Director of the Department of
Natural Resources may result in the cancellation of the appropriation,
tenporary closing of the appropriation, adninistrative penalty, crimnal
prosecution, or any comnbination thereof.

Nebraska |aw provides that failure to use a portion or all of a perfected

appropriation for five consecutive years may result in cancellation of the
appropri ation.
