1. On January 2, 2004, Frank S. Kwapnioski, Water Resource Advisor, on
behalf of Nebraska Public Power District (NPPD), filed applications
T-1099 and T-1100 for a Permit to Transfer the Location of Use of Water
for a portion of land under appropriations D-622 and A-2726 in the
Department of Natural Resources (Department).

2. On April 28, 2008, NPPD and individual landowners filed Relinquishments
of Surface Water Appropriation In Part REL-1485 and REL-1486 in the
Department, relinquishing the right to divert a portion of the water
under appropriations D-622 and A-2726 via the Dawson County Canal. On
the same date NPPD filed a Notification of Assignment of Rights,
AOR-1487 in the Department, for appropriations D-622 and A-2726 to
reassign part of these water appropriations relinquished in the
aforementioned relinquishments. These filings, subsequent to the
filing of transfer applications listed above, are intended to replace
the actions requested in the transfer applications.
